Evergreen trees, 8 m tall. Twigs cylindric, brown
and glabrous. Leaves simple, alternate, leathery,
estipulate; lamina narrowly elliptic to elliptic, 6-8.5%
1.7-3 cm, glabrous on both surfaces, cuneate at base,
acute at apex, margin slightly revolute, indistinctly
crisped or entire; midrib slightly concave adaxially,
prominent abaxially, lateral veins 46 pairs. Petiole 8-
11 mm long. Raceme axillary, usually with 1 flowers,
sometimes 2—4 flowers. Pedicel short, 1 mm long,
pubescent. Calyx 5 lobed, lobes semicircular, 1 x
1.5 mm, shorter than tube. Corolla reddish, 13—-15 mm
long, 5 parted, pubescent abaxially in lower half, lobes

oblong or elliptic, 6x 4-5 mm, apex rounded, tube 7-
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9 mm long. Stamens polyandrous; filaments mostly
connate into a tube, 8 mm long, pubescent inside,
connate with corolla tube, anthers rounded. Ovary
inferior, 2-locular; style cylindric, 8-10 mm long,
thicker at base, pubescent in lower half, hairs hoary;
stigma capitate. Drupe urceolately ellipsoid, 13 -

16 mm long, 4-5 mm wide, puberulent; persistent

calyx segments inflexed. Flowering: Apr. —Oct;
fruiting: Aug.—Dec.
