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Abstract Oxygraphis delavayi with 3-lobed or occasionally 3-parted basal leaves
and thinner deciduous sepals and Halerpestes Fricuspis var., variifolic and H.
sarmenfosa VaAr. mullisecfa both with pentagonous 3-parted basal leaves are con-
sidered the primitive taxa of the genera Oxyvgraphis and Helerpestes respectively.
A revised key to the Chinese infrageneric taxa of Halerpestes is given, and in it
the shape of the aggregate fruit is considered an important morphological character,
used for the primary subdivision of that genus. Two sections and two varieties of
Halerpestes and one variety of Batrochium are described as new. Two new
combinations of Halerpestes are made. Some new distribotion records for two
a species of Bairackium are reported.
